Dear Parents, 
 
The Texas Department of State Health Services announced new rules for school immunization 
requirements which mandates new vaccinations that will primarily affect kindergarten and seventh grade 
students. 
 
The "No shots, No classes" policy will be in effect at the start of the school year.  Students with 
incomplete immunization records will not be allowed to attend classes on the first day of school.  The 
parents will be called to take them home or to their health care provider for immunizations.  The students 
will be taken to the library to be picked up. 
 
It is important for parents to keep children's immunization records up to date to protect their children from 
serious infections that can be prevented with immunizations.  It is especially important to double-check 
your student's immunization record due to the new requirements. 
 
New requirements are: 
 
• Hepatitis A Vaccine - students entering kindergarten will be required to have 2 doses of Hepatitis A 

vaccine. 
• Measles, Mumps, Rubella (MMR) vaccine - students entering kindergarten will be required to have 

two doses of the MMR vaccine. 
• Varicella Vaccine - students entering kindergarten and the 7th grade will be required to have 2 doses of 

varicella vaccine. 
• Tetanus, Diphtheria and acellular pertussis-containing vaccine (Tdap) - all 7th grade students will be 

required to have one dose of Tdap vaccine.  7th graders will be required to have a booster dose of Tdap 
only if it has been five years since their last dose of tetanus-containing vaccine. 

• Students in grades 8-12 are required to have a booster dose of Tdap if it has been 10 years since their 
previous dose of tetanus-containing vaccine. 

• Meningococcal Vaccine - all 7th graders will be required to have one dose of meningococcal vaccine. 
 
Attached is a copy of 2009/2010 Texas Minimum State Vaccine Requirements for Students.
